Symbo are a power-trio from Leighton Buzzard, Bedfordshire.  Hailing from a small town but with big ideas and a huge sound, the band fuse energetic, catchy guitar riffs, melodic & intense bass lines with powerful aggressive drumbeats and distinctive vocals.  Their unique sound, which could be described as, a ‘hard rock with a melodic hardcore’ would not be out of place alongside bands such as AFI, Biffy Clyro and Rise Against.

The band have spent most of the last 12 months recording and putting the finishing touches to their debut album ‘Who’s Laughing? Who’s Disgraced?’ which will be released on Wind Up Tiger/Believe Digital on May 10th 2010.
